The Artscroll Children’s Megillah is a
megillah for children. Besides the text
of the entire book of Esther in both He-
brew and English, it contains many in-
teresting and colorful illustrations, “did
you knows,” midrashic traditions and
rabbinic interpretations of the story. It
also includes the blessing before and
after the the reading of the megillah,
and a few selected rules for the celebra-
tion itself.

If your family is an assortment of big
and little ones, (like ours) this megillah
would be an excellent compromise be-
tween a Bible storybook and the plain
text of the scripture. The illustrations
and simplified English appeal to young
children without compromising the sus-
pense and excitement of the original
story, making this book one that the
whole family can enjoy.

Jewish midrashim on the book of Esther
were to be taken literally. Although the
book is not intended to be funny, the
result of this approach, while fascinat-
ing, is often humorous.

Some parts of this book might not be
appropriate for children, so use some
discretion. Parents may want to read
the book first to determine which parts
are acceptable for their children to read.

This book, by the author of The Jewish
Kids’ Catalog, is a great children’s intro-
duction to the biblical and traditional
Jewish festivals. It has numerous color-
ing pages along with information on
each feast. It tells how we celebrate and
why these days are important. The pic-
tures are interesting and well done.

On the downside, it has several pictures
of Purim costumes—including a mer-
maid and a skeleton—that you may not
want your children coloring. However,
with those pages pasted together, your
children will love coloring and reading
about the Jewish holdays.

Purim 1946

The most recent—and probably most
incredible —sequel to Purim had to be
the events of the Nuremburg Trial, in
1946, after the Holocaust. As Julius
Streicher, one of the leading Nazis,
was led to the gallows, he inexplicably
shouted out Purimfest—Purim Festival.

..In the Purim story, the book ends

with the ten sons of Haman being
hanged. The judgment of Nuremburg
came to a close with exactly ten Nazi
leaders condemned to pay for their

crimes by hanging! Was Streicher’s
last word also just a “coincidence” or
was it one of those miracles of God
acting in hiding that are the very theme
of the Purim holiday?
